We were able to complete several major improvements to our
facility this year, including installing a new metal roof across the
entire building, replacing and painting the exterior siding, and
updating interior spaces. New carpet was installed in the foyer,
hallway, and classrooms, while the fellowship hall was refreshed
with new vinyl plank flooring. Insurance covered $50,372.25 of the
cost, and the General Fund was used to supplement the remaining
expenses, bringing the total project cost to $55,817.99. These
expenses were split between two years, with $32,587.99 paid in 2025
and $23,230.00 paid in 2026.
